Digital Rial Trial Starts in Kish )
Iran Replaces SWIFT with
ACUMER Banking System

The Governor of the Central Bank of Iran announced the
imminent launch of the Digital Rial and stated, “the Central
Bank of Iran has entered this field at the right time; many
countries are utilizing digital currencies, which can enhance
the efficiency of the country’s financial system” Mohammad
Reza Farzin elaborated on the Central Bank’s new policies in
this area at the 11th Annual Conference on Modern Banking
and Payment Systems, noting, “For me, as the Governor of
the Central Bank, this conference is an opportunity to review
policies and outline our future direction; we will assess all
the materials presented. We will incorporate the knowledge
shared here into our policymaking.”

He acknowledged that the banking system has a set of
strengths and weaknesses, clarifying, “Digital technologies
are one of the strengths of this system. Iran’s Shetab network
is regarded as one of the strongest payment networks in
the region, processing transactions in under two seconds.”
Stating that the Digital Rial will begin operation soon, he
continued, “Developing modern banking is a responsibility
of central banks worldwide. We at the Central Bank of Iran
are commiitted to fulfilling this duty effectively”

Regarding international banking interactions, the governor
of the Central Bank of Iran noted, “Due to sanctions, we face
significant challenges in this area; however, through efforts
made in recent years, we have implemented positive mea-
sures that should continue. One such measure is the design
of the ACUMER’ system, which belongs to Asia. We have
aimed to maximize the use of this tool in managing sanc-
tions. We are collaborating with India, Pakistan, and other
member countries of the union. This system was designed as
an alternative to SWIFT and is currently operational”

He explained, “After Bretton Woods, some Asian countries
formed the Asian Clearing Union to counter that decision,
but for various reasons, this union has not been very active
in recent years” Meanwhile, the secretariat of this union was
established in Iran, and considering recent developments, we
have revitalized this union and enhanced our interactions
with member countries, including India and Pakistan. Instead
of SWIFT, we have implemented a new banking system called
ACUMER for members, which is designed based on SWIFT
standards but is not subject to sanctions.
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We Abandoned SWIFT

Pointing out that we have abandoned SWIFT in favor of
ACUMER, Farzin stated, “We have been operating this
system seriously since October 1 of this year; we hope to
further develop it and use it to strengthen our relations and
interactions with member countries of the Asian Clearing
Union” The governor of the Central Bank of Iran also
mentioned that “we have strengthened our ties with BRICS.
BRICS holds a significant share in global trade and is just
beginning its journey. Currently, the BRICS strategy until
2025 is built on four pillars that present us with opportunities.
The first pillar is increasing the share of local currencies”
He noted that China and Russia have made strides in this
direction, asserting, “We must be able to settle transactions
using BRICS currencies.”

The second pillar involves advancements in payment
systems. A settlement platform for cross-border payments
has been launched and is currently in its preliminary stages.
“This presents a valuable opportunity for us to facilitate our
interactions, especially regarding settlements,” he added.
Farzin continued, “Connecting our payment network to
Russia was another one of our plans; recently, Shetab was
connected to Mir in Russia, and several banks have joined.
The system is operational; however, since it is still in its initial
phase, progress is slow. We will continue to enhance this
system over time.”

The third phase involves enabling Russian tourists to use this
system in Iranian stores, which will be available this winter.
The fourth phase aims to allow Iranian tourists to benefit
from Russian P.O.S.

systems, which we hope to operationalize at the beginning of
next year.

Farzin, stating that we are trying to operationalize this model
with other countries, added: “We signed an agreement with
the Russians; we have completely eliminated the dollar and
replaced it with the rial and ruble”

Digital Rial Trial Begins in Kish
The Governor of the Central Bank of Iran referred to the
development of the digital rial and the establishment of a
smart system, adding: “The Central Bank has entered this
field at the right time; many countries are utilizing digital
currencies, which can enhance the efficiency of the country’s
financial system. Some countries are in the research stage
and have begun trial phases, and we are also in this stage,
currently conducting trials in Kish” According to Farzin,
“The Digital Rial is being used in Mellat, Tejarat, and Melli
banks, and in the future, five more banks will adopt it”
Regarding cryptocurrencies and the Central Bank’s policies in
this area, he stated: “Today, cryptocurrencies are developing
rapidly around the world and are being used in various ways.
Establishing regulations in this field is a challenging task. All
countries initially faced issues in this regard. First, trade is
established, and then regulations are formulated. This
has also occurred in our country. Now we are con-
fronted with a large market, but we do not have coher-

ent regulations in this area.”

Transactions of 35 Trillion Rial Cryptocurrency
Exchanges

The Governor of the Central Bank of Iran
commented on this matter: “Given that we are under

sanctions, we will increasingly rely on many of these

tools for international trade. Articles 4, 24, 59, and 64

of the new Central Bank Law refer to the formulation

of cryptocurrency regulations by the Central Bank, and

we are actively working in this direction” He emphasized
that establishing regulations for trustee institutions is crucial
in this area, stating: “The regulations for trustee institutions
must be formulated. How should supervision of cryptocur-
rency brokers be conducted? We currently have 218 brokers.

Ten million transactions occur monthly, which amounts to
approximately 35 trillion rials in their trading volume?”

Cryptocurrency Laws Will Soon Be Approved by the Supreme
Council

Farzin asserted that cryptocurrency regulations must be
established; if we do not take action, we will encounter
problems in money management at the Central Bank. He
added: “We have had productive meetings regarding this over
the past six months. Various agencies must engage in different
areas. Mining laws will be formulated within the Ministry of
Finance. Cryptocurrency regulations have been prepared and
will soon be presented for approval by the Supreme Council,
allowing us as policymakers and supervisors in this field to
feel assured.” The Governor of the Central Bank continued by
noting that there is a historical issue within the Central Bank
regarding supervision. He said: “The new law concerning
entities supervised by the Central Bank has been developed.
The Central Bank must have a specific model for overseeing
these matters. Supervision by the Central Bank can either
be offsite or onsite” He identified one problem as the lack of
uniform standards among banks and said: “We need to focus
on this issue and allow companies that can assist us with
intelligent supervision to participate. This problem must be
resolved.”

Increase in Cyber Attacks on the Banking System in the Last
Two Years

Farzin highlighted the importance of improving security
levels and continued: “Cyber attacks on the banking network
have increased over the last two years, and we must enhance
the stability of our network. Some steps have been taken,
but they are insufficient” He announced that an electronic
signature license was received on November 20 and stated:
“This will also help reduce in-person visits.

“ The Governor of the Central Bank also discussed artificial
intelligence, mentioning: “A center focusing on this area has
been established at the Central Bank; for all the progress we
seek, we must utilize artificial intelligence. Our monitoring
of money laundering issues will be strengthened through
artificial intelligence”

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Countdown to Gas Production in Kish:
A Leap Towards Sustainable Energy

The license to construct a liquefied gas production plant on Kish Island, uti-
lizing the expertise of domestic knowledge-based companies, was issued fol-
lowing the signing of a memorandum of understanding between the Kish Free
Zone Organization, Iran’s Science and Technology Vice Presidency, and Aria
Arvand Equipment Manufacturing Company.

According to the tripartite memorandum signed by the private sector with
the support of the government, this factory is currently in the land allocation
stage, and construction will begin soon.

In this regard, Ruhollah Moghadasi, a member of the board of directors of
Makan Gas Kish Company, stated that the Makan Kish Liquefied Gas Com-
pany project, which is being implemented and completed on Kish Island, is
the first local initiative in the country focused on gas liquefaction using SMR
technology.

He continued: “This project will be constructed by Aria Arvand’s knowl-
edge-based equipment manufacturing company on Kish Island within the

next 18 months, with investment from IPEC Technology Company and
support from the Energy Headquarters of the Vice President’s Scientific and
Knowledge-Based Economy Office”

Regarding the capacity of this project, Moghadasi added: “The capacity of the
Kish LNG project is to produce 20 tons of liquefied gas per day”

Discussing the goals of this project, the board member of Makan Gas Kish

stated: “In the first phase, gas will be supplied for consumption by hotels and
restaurants on the island. In the second phase, fuel for heavy and semi-heavy
fleets will be provided”
Moghadasi explained about LMG gas: “This gas comes from national pipe-
lines and, after purification and cooling, becomes liquid, reducing its volume
by 600 times. With a special process, this gas is significantly cleaner in terms
of pollution compared to gas from the main pipelines, resulting in minimal or
even zero environmental damage.”
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
